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Note: Paper No. ANT-501 is compulsory for all students admitted to the MPhil/PhD programme of the department. They shall take another two papers from the remaining four.

Method of Evaluation

All the papers except ANT-505 are lecture-based and details of the method of evaluation of that paper are provided on the relevant page. Regarding ANT-505 the sessional evaluation against 1 credit shall be based on seminar presentation or oral examination and the end-term examination against 3 credits shall be based on written examination of 3 hours or Research Proposal and viva-voce, as in the case of ANT-505.
ANT-C501: Research Methodology in Anthropology

[Total Credits = 4]

Unit I: Research - definitions, types and objectives of research; research methodology, methods and techniques; research designs and models; formulation of research problems/questions and hypotheses, operational definitions of terms and concepts, review of literature.

Unit II: Selection and justification of the field site(s) - pilot study, selection of place of stay, selection of field guide and key informants, rapport building, fieldwork and language, length and duration of fieldwork, importance of field diary.
Unit III: Sampling design and methods of data collection – characteristics of sample design, sample and population, determination of sample size, sampling methods, accuracy and reliability including instrumental errors, observation and interview methods, formulation of schedules and questionnaires, case-control studies, cross-sectional and longitudinal studies. 

Unit IV: Management and presentation of data – variables and research problems, quantitative and qualitative data, types of data analysis, figures and diagrams, data management and basic statistics, tests of significance, statistical measures of association and prediction with special focus on analyses of variance and regression analyses.

ANT-C504: Advanced Studies in Biological Anthropology

[Total Credits = 4]

Unit I: Introduction – Aims and scope of biological anthropological research with emphasis on human evolution and variation, historical development of biological anthropological research, new physical anthropology as synthesized by Washburn, impact of  genetic and medical sciences on biological anthropology.

Unit II: Anthropological Genetics - Foundations of anthropological genetics; history and development of human genome project; methods for genetic study in human – pedigree analysis; chromosomal analysis; biochemical analysis; molecular genetic markers and analysis; Mitochondrial and Y-chromosomal haplogroups in human populations, modern evolutionary synthesis of human variation and evolution, human races in the context of recent molecular studies. 

Unit III: Physiology and body composition - Age, sex and ethnic differences in blood pressure, heart rate, pulse rate and respiratory functions; effects of environmental and socio-cultural factors on cardio-respiratory functions; body composition and nutritional status including obesity - methods of assessment, biological and environmental factors; evolutionary perspective on obesity and co-morbidities; ergonomics and human-machine relationships; operational designing and safety. 

Unit IV: Dental anthropology - History and scope of dental anthropology, forensic aspects of dental anthropology; morphology of human dentition - Shovel-shaped incisors, cingulum, crowding, diastema, supernumerary teeth; tooth development – tooth position, shape and regulation; developmental models and phylogenetic patterns of teeth and jaw; development and evolution of dentition patterns and their genetic basis; dental caries.
