Supervisors for this paper are allotted in the beginning of the 3rd Semester, and the students leave for fieldwork training soon after the 3rd Semester examination. They write their dissertations during the 4th Semester and the same are submitted for evaluation before the commencement of the 4th Semester examination.

**Each of the courses with 4 credits is divided into 4 units, and each of the courses with 2 credits is divided into 2 units (i.e., 1 unit = 25 marks or 1 credit and 12 contact hours of teaching for theory and 24 contact hours of teaching for practical).
ANT-C101: PALAEOANTHROPOLOGY

[Total Credits=4: Continuous and End Term= I:3]
Unit-I: Definition and scope of palaeoanthropology, its relationship to other disciplines, processes of fossilization, preservation and uses of fossils, introduction to geological time scale.

Unit-II: Homonid evolution: Characteristics and phylogenetic position of Ramaphithecus, Australophithecines, Homo habilis, Homo erectus and Neanderthals. 

Unit-III: Emergence of modern man: Anatomical features and geographical distribution of Cro-Magnon, Grimaldi, Chancelade, Brunn, Offnet and Premost.

Unit-IV: Palaeo-demography and palaeo-pathology: skeletal analysis, determining demographic variables, morphological and metric variables for determining migration and fertility, mortality and morbidity in prehistoric population, post-Neolithic population growth.

[Total Credits=4: Continuous and End Term= I:3]
Theory = 2 Credits 
Unit-I: Introduction: scope and aims, historical development, major branches, interpretation of archaeological materials (subsistence pattern, economy, settlement pattern, demography, social structure and religious pattern), salvage archaeology, ethno-archaeology, experimental archaeology.

Unit-II: Tools and techniques: archaeological record, excavation, exploration, dating methods - three-age system, RDM (stratigraphy, seriation, dating by association), ADM (C14, Argon and TL techniques), palaeo-ecology and zonal concept.

Practical = 2 Credits 
Unit-III: Prehistoric technology: basic minerals and rock types used by prehistoric man, stone tool making, techniques, artifact typology, identification and function of stone tools, stone age industries, tool types – type fossil, morphological type, functional type, temporal type and cognitive type.

Unit-IV: Laboratory study of stone tools: identification and classification of stone tools, identification of rocks and minerals used for making prehistoric tools, typo-technological study with representative drawings of stone tools – chronological, cultural and functional analysis of tools.

[Total Credits=4: Continuous and End Term= I:3]
Theory = 2 Credits

Unit-I: Definition, scope, history and development of physical anthropology with reference to India. Relationship with other branches of anthropology, and other cognate sciences. Evolution: microevolution and macroevolution, evidences for human evolution.

Unit-II: Classification and characteristics of primates, relationship of man to higher primates like chimpanzee, gibbon, orangutan and gorilla, primate behaviour. Concept of race, controversies on race, racial criteria and formation races, racial classification of Indian population - Sarkar, Guha and Risley.

Practical = 2 Credits

Unit-III: Anthropometry: Introduction and scope, anthropometric instruments. 

Somatometric measurements - height, sitting height, bi-acromial diameter, head length, head breadth, bigonial breadth, nasal height, nasal breadth, nasal depth, mouth breadth, physiognomic facial height, morphological facial height, morphological superior facial height, physiognomic ear length, physiognomic ear breadth, horizontal circumference of head and body weight.

Somatometric indices – body mass index, relative sitting height (cormic) index, relative biacromial breadth index, cephalic index, total facial index, morphological upper facial index, fronto-parietal index, fronto-zygomatic index, nasal index, transverse cephalic index, and jugo-mandibular index. 

Unit-IV: Somatoscopy & Osteology: Introduction and scope. 

Somatoscopic observations: Skin color, hair (color, form and texture), eye (color, eye fold and eye slit), nose (nasal root, nasal bridge, nasal septum, and nasal tip), lips, chin and prognathism.

Osteology: Introduction and scope, shape and functions of bones. Identification, drawing and description of bones of human skeleton - skull, vertebrae, sternum, scapula, clavicle, humerus, radius, ulna, hip bone, femur, tibia and fibula.
