SCHOOL OF HUMAN AND ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCES

The Schoonl of Environmental Sciences was established in  the
year 1976 with the departments of Geography, Geology and
Architecture, at the Shillong Campus and the Centre for Forest
and Natural Resources (added in 1984, and subsequently was
converted to the Department of Forestry under the School of
Agriculture in 1992) at the Aizawl Campus. The Geology Department
was started at the Kohima Campus of NEHU in 1984 and was
transferred to the Aizawl Campus after the setting up of Nagaland
Central University in 1994, During the re-organisation of
departments and schools of studies, the Department of
Anthropology was reassigned to the School, the nomenclature of
the School having now changed to School of Human and Environmental
Sciences in 1994. The Department of Architecture is yet to start,
but is proposed in the IXth Plan of the University. Academic
programmas of the Department of Geology is in suspanded
animation.
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
