It gives me great pleasure to place before 
you this 43rd Annual Report on activities 
and achievements of NEHU for the year 

2016-17. There has been much that NEHU 
has achieved for 43 years of its existence and 
what had been accomplished in the year 2016-
17 is another significant milestone towards 
excellence.

NEHU is committed to achieving what it 
has been set up as objectives with a vision 
to develop academic leadership, keeping 
in consonance with the national and global 
perspective that values diversity and inclusion. 

Its mission is, therefore, to achieve excellence
in teaching, learning and research, capacity
building, social outreach, skill development and
innovative academic programmes.

The eight schools of the University have 44
teaching departments and two centres, located
on Shillong and Tura campuses. The total of
343 teachers and 5152 students gives rise to a
teacher-student ratio of 1:15. As many as 9278
students were awarded their degrees/diplomas
in 2016-17, of which 1693 from NEHU and
7585 from affiliated colleges.

Research activities in 2016-17 were impressive
and promising, with 63 authored/edited books,
276 papers published in India and 265 abroad.
Of 541 papers, 320 are published in the UGC-
approved journals, 218 are indexed in Elsevier’s
Scopus, and 155 in Web of Science. The NEHU
faculty held seven international and 92 national/
regional seminars or conferences, with a total of
371 presentations. In addition, faculty members
of the University were actively involved in
167 research projects supported by various
government funding agencies. Many academic
departments have also academic collaborations
with other institutions within and outside the
University.

The prospect for continual growth and
development of NEHU calls for augmented
resources through filled posts, increased financial
support and internal revenue, and above all
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greater commitment towards excellence on 
the part of the academic community. The 
students, teaching and non-teaching staff, and 
all stakeholders are to be thanked for their 
hard work and endeavours towards this end. I 
also express my thanks to the members of the 
Editorial Board for their efforts in bringing out 

this Annual Report for perusal and information 
of all readers.

From the Vice-Chancellor’s Desk
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Executive Summary

North-Eastern Hill University (NEHU), established in 1973 by an Act of Parliament, is the 
oldest Central University in North-East India with its headquarters at Shillong and a Campus 
at Tura in the West Garo Hills District of Meghalaya. The main objective of the University is 

to disseminate and advance knowledge, and to pay special attention to the improvement of the social 
and economic conditions and welfare of the people of the hill areas in North-East India, particularly 
their intellectual, academic and cultural advancement.

This 43rd Annual Report presents the activities and achievements of the University for the period 
from 1 April 2016 to 31 March 2017. It is based on the information collected from the departments/
centres and administrative units of the University.

Background
The University has eight schools, namely School of Economics, Management and Information 
Sciences (SEMIS), School of Education (SE), School of Humanities (SH), School of Human and 
Environmental Sciences (SHES), School of Life Sciences (SLS), School of Physical Sciences (SPS), 
School of Social Sciences (SSS), and School of Technology (SOT) with 44 Departments and two 
Centres as shown in Figure 1 below:
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There are thirty-five departments within Shillong Campus and nine departments at Tura Campus.
While many departments offer only the postgraduate and PhD programmes; some others offer the
undergraduate degrees as well, but all departments and centres are actively involved in research
projects. Several departments are supported by the Central Government funding agencies like the
Special Assistance Programme (SAP) of the University Grants Commission (UGC) and the FIST
Programme of the Department of Science and Technology. Two departments (Botany and Chemistry)
are recognized by the UGC as Centres for Advanced Studies. The University also has 65 affiliated
colleges (35 permanent and 30 provisional affiliations), including NEIGRIHMS (offering MBBS and
MD/MS courses) and some minority institutions. It is also one of the first few select Universities,
which grants affiliation to Minority Educational Institutions from all over the country.

NEHU is the recipient of a number of endowments of many organizations and individuals. The
University has instituted several awards like the Dr. Shankar Dayal Sharma Literary Award, Prof.
M. K. Khare Memorial Prize, Smt. Sarada Krishna Iyer Memorial Award, U Tirot Sing Memorial
Prize, Prof. M. N. Karna Young Sociologist Award, Rajendra Kumar Sunheri Devi Jain Charitable
Award, Kiang Nongbah Award and Dr. D. S. Babu Memorial Award. Several faculty members of the
University have been honoured in recognition of their contribution towards high academic distinction
in the country.

The University has a number of centres, units and cells, known as Central Services, which carry out
and facilitate the educational and research activities as well as the health, sports and other activities
for the general welfare of the University community. Such Central Services include Central Libraries,
Voice and Data Networks, Health Centres, Career and Counselling Cells and Student’s Welfare Cells
(one on each campus at Shillong and Tura). Other Central Services include Guest Houses, Hostels
including International Hostels, College Development Council, UGC-Human Development Centre,
Bioinformatics Centre, Computer Centre, Hindi Cell, Equal Opportunity Cell, Pension Cell, Women’s
Cell, RTI Cell, Internal Quality Assurance Cell, National Service Scheme Cell, Publication Unit,
Sophisticated Analytical Instrument Facility, Design Innovation Centre, Sports Department, and
Campus Development Department (all located on Shillong Campus).

NEHU also provides space for other institutions, namely IGNOU, ICSSR-NERC, English and
Foreign Languages University, Sports Authority of India, and the Shillong Science Centre, which
are functioning within the Shillong Campus.

Teaching and Non-Teaching Staff
☛ The University has 447 sanctioned posts, of which 328 have been filled under the three categories

of teaching position, viz., Professors, Associate Professors, and Assistant Professors, as given
in Figure 2. In 2016-17, there were altogether 343 teachers (including those from erstwhile
Mizoram and Nagaland campuses).

☛ As for the non-teaching staff, the University has 1017 sanctioned posts; of which 67 are in Group
A, 185 in Group B, and 765 in Group C. As many as 409 non-teaching posts were lying vacant
during 2016-17; of which 71 and 321 were from Group B and Group C, respectively.

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Student Enrollment
NEHU is a leading University in North-East India that attracts students and scholars not only from 
the North-East but also from other parts of the country and abroad. Almost all departments have 
conducted entrance tests for admission to their respective programmes as per the University Rules. 
The University has adopted the Choice-Based Credit System (CBCS) at the postgraduate level and 
in some departments at the undergraduate level as well.

☛	 During 2016-17, as many as 5152 students were enrolled for degrees/diplomas in various 
departments of the University, thereby giving rise to a student-teacher ratio of 15:1 (i.e., there 
were about 15 students enrolled for every one teacher during the period under report).

☛	 Student enrollment for degrees in various departments of the University has increased from 
4812 in 2015-16 to 4929 in 2016-17 (2.43% more than it was last year). However, the number 
of students enrolled on diploma and certificate courses has declined from 459 in 2015-16 to 223 
in 2016-17.

☛	 The enrollment of students for various degrees and programmes of the University is given in 
Table 1. As many as 3874 students (75%) were enrolled for degrees at the UG/PG level (including 
nine overseas students), and 1055 research scholars (21%) were admitted to the MPhil/PhD 
programmes (including six overseas students). As many as 3707 students out of 5152 belonged

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to the Scheduled Tribes (72%); 2380 are males (46%) and 2772 females (54%), i.e., there were 
about 86 male students per 100 female students.

☛	 The number of research scholars who have registered for the PhD programmes has increased from 
813 in 2015-16 to 930 in 2016-17; while the registered-MPhil scholars have gone up from 100 
in 2015-16 to 134 in 2016-17. Almost all research scholars were given scholarship of different 
types, such as UGC-Non-Net Fellowship, CSIR-UGC-NET Fellowship, National Fellowship 
for Higher Education of ST, etc.

Degrees Awarded
☛	 The Twenty-Fourth Convocation of the University was held on April 28, 2017. Eminent scientist 

and Hon’ble Member of NITI Aayog Dr. Vijay Kumar Saraswat graced the occasion as the 
Chief Guest.

☛	 As many as 9278 students were awarded their degrees/diplomas in 2016-17, of which 1693 
from NEHU departments and 7585 from NEHU-affiliated colleges/institutions. The number of 
students awarded degrees/diplomas during 2016-17 was 3.19% less than 9584 in 2015-16.

☛	 Out of 1693 students from NEHU Departments, 1077 and 155 were awarded their Master’s 
degrees (64%) and MPhil/PhD degrees (9%), respectively.
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☛	 Of the total students awarded degrees and diplomas from NEHU departments, 78% were Schedule 
Tribes (ST) and 19% of them belonged to the Schedule Castes (SC) and Other Backward 
Communities (OBC). Further, 63% were females and 37% males, i.e., there were only 58 males 
per 100 females awarded degrees/diplomas from NEHU departments (see Table 2A).

☛	 As for NEHU-affiliated colleges, 99% of 7585 students were awarded the Bachelor’s degrees 
of different categories; and about 83% of them were Schedule Tribes (see Table 2B).

☛	 The gender difference in number of students with the Bachelor’s degrees from NEHU-affiliated 

compared to 58 males per 100 females at the University level.

Publications and Presentations
☛	 During 2016-17, departments and faculty members of the University organised 99 educational 

events (40 more than last year) including conferences, seminars, symposia and workshops; of 
which 92 were regional and national, and 7 of them were international.

☛	 The University faculty made a total of 371 presentations at national and regional events (i.e., 
95% of 389 in 2015-16 or 5% less than it was last year) and 110 at international events (i.e., 
89% of 124 in 2015-16 or 11% less than it was last year).

☛	 Scholarly publications by faculty members included 276 research papers in journals published 
in India (i.e., 1% more than 273 last year) and 265 in journals published abroad (i.e., 1.06 times 
as many as 251 in 2015-16 or 6% more than it was last year).

colleges is not as high as that at the university level, i.e., there were 92 males per 100 females 
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☛	 Of 541 research papers, 320 are published in the UGC-approved journals (59%), 218 are indexed 
in Elsevier’s Scopus (44%), and 155 or 29% in Web of Science (Clarivate Analytics, previously 
known as Thompson Reuters).

☛	 The faculty have also authored/edited about 63 books (13% more than it was last year), despite 
a 17% decline in number of book chapters contributed to edited volumes compared to 250 in 
2015-16, including proceedings of seminars and conferences.

☛	 In addition to teaching and extension activities, faculty members of the University were actively 
involved in 167 research projects during the period under report (9% greater than 153 in 2015-
16). Of these, 43 new projects were sanctioned (3 times as many as 14 in 2015-16), 98 projects 
are ongoing, and 28 projects were completed. These projects are supported by various funding 
agencies like UGC, DST, DBT, CSIR, DRDO, ICMR, DAE (BRNS), ICSSR, ICAR, NEC, etc.

Academic Collaboration
☛	 Academic collaboration is an integral part of teaching and research as enshrined in the Act and 

Statutes of NEHU. One of its main goals is to co-operate or collaborate with any other University 
or authority in such manner and for such academic purposes. During the year under report, the

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University has signed Agreements/MoUs with several institutions. Many faculty members have 
also academic collaborations with eminent scholars and scientists from within and outside the 
University. Some research projects are also collaborated with NEIGRIHMS, DRDO, IGCAR, 
BARC, IITs, etc.

Hostel Accommodation
☛	 The number of students who were given hostel accommodation has increased more than twofold, 

i.e., from 936 in 2015-2016 to 2092 in 2016-17. So about 41% of the students admitted to various 
programmes of the University were provided with hostel accommodation on both the campuses.

☛	 As many as 1220 students living in hostels are Scheduled Tribes (58%), and 61% of them were 
males. The different categories of students residing in hostels are given in Figure 3.

Placement of Students
☛	 In addition to the academic and administrative processes in the University, the Career and 

Counselling Cell (CCC) was established in 2008 to help the students acquaint with information 
on job avenues and placements in different institutions and concerns. The CCC regularly 
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publicizes different matters relating to counselling and guidance, training, career, internship 
and job opportunities. It also interacts with reputed industries and other concerns to keep the 
students informed of the high demand market areas and to establish industry-university linkages. 
It organizes seminars, interactive sessions and special lectures on emerging professional trends 
and events, job profiles, entrepreneurship, leadership roles, soft skills, etc.

☛	 Details of NEHU students placed in various sectors and establishments, based on records given by 
the CCC and other departments of the University, are given in Figure 4. There were 102 students 
who got placements during 2016-17, of which 46% were in research and teaching sectors, and 
about 8% and 46% of them were in public and private sectors, respectively.

Other Activities
☛	 The Bioinformatics Centre at NEHU serves as a nodal Centre for the newly constituted North-

East Bioinformatics Networks by the DBT in all the North-Eastern states. It also operates the DBT-
sponsored Online Access Facility of Library Resources for 36 Secondary and Senior Secondary 
Schools in the North-Eastern States, and monitors the DBT e-Library Consortium Facility for 
NEHU. Apart from carrying out researches in biodiversity, the Centre also provides training to 
all disciplines of research in biotechnology, and serves as one of the seven Examination Centres 
for BINC Exams.

☛	 The NEHU Data and Voice Network facilities on the two Campuses enable the faculty, research 
scholars and students to access Internet in addition to UGC-INFONET and INFLIBNET resources. 
All academic departments have digital class rooms with Wi-Fi connection and an on-line access 
to over 3500 journals.

Executive Summary
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☛ The University also has a Sophisticated Analytical Instrumentation Facility and a Super
Power Computer to facilitate research activities. The Centre acquires and develops capability for
preventive maintenance of the analytical instruments. During the year under report, it organised
two short-term training courses and two workshops on the use and application of sophisticated
instruments and analytical techniques.

☛ The Central Library at Shillong has increased the collection of books/volumes from 284,510
in 2015-16 to 289,483 in 2016-17; but the number of subscribed journals published in India has
decreased from 153 in 2015-16 to 126 in 2016-17. The number of subscribed journals published
abroad has, however, slightly increased from 135 in 2015-16 to 137 in 2016-17. The Library has
also started introducing an automated device, viz., Lex Air Digital Capture Book Reader that
enables a visually-impaired library user to hear the words/text/line from a book/document through
a text-to-audio conversion. Moreover, the Library is in the process of using Koha, an Integrated
Library Management System with a focus on the cloud environment. As for Tura Campus,
the library collection of books has increased from 26,017 in 2015-16 to 27,776 in 2016-17, and
the number of subscribed Indian journals has declined from 120 in 2015-16 to 71 in 2016-17,
although the number of journals published abroad remains more or less the same. The Library
also extends its services to the neighbouring colleges in the West Garo Hills District.

☛ The College Development Council (CDC) is an intermediary between the University and the
affiliated colleges by providing necessary guidance and advice, especially in affiliation, promotion,
coordination and improvement of educational standards in affiliated colleges. During 2016-17,
the CDC had taken the following major actions: (i) Coordinated for 43 Inspection Teams to 43
colleges, (ii) Permission to start four new colleges, (iii) Two new colleges were provisionally
affiliated, (iv) Thirteen colleges were provisionally affiliated for new subjects/courses,
(v) Twenty-five colleges were given provisional affiliation, (vi) Fourteen colleges were permitted
to start new courses, and (vi) one college was permitted to start a new PG Department.

☛ The UGC-Human Development Centre had given training of 548 participants belonging to
various universities and colleges recognized by the UGC. It had conducted four Orientation
Programmes, four Refresher Courses, five Short-Term Courses, and one Summer School in
which scholars from the University and other institutes served as resource persons.

☛ The Centre for Distance Education is the only nodal agency of the Rehabilitation Council
of India to spread teaching and learning among children with disability in the North-Eastern
region through various modes of distance learning systems. The Centre started the BEd Special
Education (BEd-SEDE) in 2007, while the Foundation Course on Education of Children with
Disability (FC-SEDE) in 2010. During the current year, as many as 183 students were admitted
to the BEd-SEDE programme, 99 were given the BEd-SEDE and 67 their FC-SEDE certificates.

☛ The Sports Department organized different Inter-College Tournaments in Football, Badminton,
Basketball and Table Tennis (men and women), and in Chess (mixed) at various places. It also
organized the 1st Vice-Chancellor Indoor Tournament 2016, the Inter-College Cross Country and
the NEHU-Cross Country Run 2016 for students, teaching and non-teaching members of the
University to commemorate the birth anniversary of Major Dhyan Chand, which is celebrated
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as the National Sports Day. A team of the University staff also took part in the Inter-Office Indoor
Games 2016 organised by the Meghalaya State Government Employees Federation. In addition,
NEHU teams such as badminton, basketball, volleyball, and women’s football team participated
in the East-Zone Inter-University Tournament - 2016.

☛ The NSS Cell of NEHU conducted many social welfare events like Pulse Polio Immunization,
blood donation, trekking, training and awareness programmes. Eighteen Blood Donation Camps
and Twenty-eight Camps on Healthy Youth for Healthy India were organized in various places
in Meghalaya during 2016-17. The Cell also organized and coordinated 15 workshops and
seminars on topics like Disaster Management, Drug Abuse, Digital India, Waste Management,
Youth Leadership, etc. Several environmental programmes were also organized including
cleaning drives and tree plantation of 2420 saplings. Many Swachh Bharat programmes were
conducted, besides skill development and village welfare programmes. Several programmes had
been conducted for the residents of the model village of Lawsohtun including installation of 35
Solar Street Lights. The Cell has also adopted another eight villages for the benefits of various
welfare programmes.

☛ The Internal Quality Assurance Cell functions as a mechanism to mobilize, monitor, and
maintain the momentum of quality consciousness among stakeholders in order to improve the
academic and administrative performance of the University. It also functions as an internal
assessment and accreditation body of the University.

☛ The Campus Development Department completed the construction of Guest House near
Guwahati Airport at a cost of 6.32 crore rupees. In addition to several renovation and repair
works, construction works are ongoing for the Butterfly Park Dome at Shillong, Service building
and twenty-bedded Guest House on Tura Campus.

☛ As regards the financial position, the total receipt of the university during the year 2016-17 was
253.49 crore rupees, of which 215.44 crore rupees from the Government of India including the
UGC (i.e., an increase of 28.36 crore rupees from 187.08 last year). A total amount of 248.57
crore rupees was utilized for various purposes of the University.

Conclusion
The overall performance of the University is above par in terms of enrollment, student-teacher
ratio, female-to-male ratio enrollment, research volume and reputation. The University’s potential
for excellence in teaching and research has also been endorsed by the National Assessment and
Accreditation Council (NAAC), which accredited the University with A Grade in 2017, thereby
securing its status for three consecutive times. According to the Indian Citation Index 2016, NEHU
ranked 13 among the 44 Central Universities in respect of the number of publications, and secured
4th position in the citation index. The University is, however, striving for getting more publications in
those journals indexed in Web of Science and Scopus databases. The University has also performed
well in teaching and research productivity as reflected in PhD theses, research projects, and academic
collaborations; but, it also needs to be more focused on those areas envisioned in its aims and
objectives keeping in view the socio-economic realities and timeliness of research quality in well-
defined target areas.

region of Hindi by the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan. 
The most prestigious Sahitya-Vachaspati degree 
was also conferred to three eminent literary 
personalities of Hindi literature, namely Prof. 
Govind Mishra, Prof. Shyam Singh Shashi, and 
Prof. Nand Kishor Pandey.

The learned scholars of Hindi literature including

The School of Human and Environmental
Sciences comprises five departments,
namely Anthropology, Environmental

Studies, Geography, Horticulture and Rural
Development and Agricultural Production. The
following report listing academic activities
undertaken by each of these departments
provides a graphic account of diverse aca-
demic activities undertaken by these depart-
ments.

As many as 26 research scholars were awarded
the PhD degree while 17 more received their
MPhil degree.

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Thrust Areas of Research
The Department trains and creates expertise 
in Cultural and Biological Anthropology. It 
is the only department in North-East India 
with equal strength of faculty in these two 
major fields of anthropology. Its mission is to 
contribute to the betterment and well-being of 
society, particularly in North-East India, by 
carrying out researches on biological aspects 
(such as population genetics, human growth 
and nutrition, nutritional anthropometry, 
demography, reproductive and child health) 
and socio-cultural aspects (like identity and 
ethnicity, development, women and gender 
issues, ethno medicine, food, and socio-cultural 
change).

Brief Statement of Academic Activities
The Department offers specialization in Cultural 
and Biological Anthropology with broad 
orientation to Archeology and Linguistic 
Anthropology. It enrolled thirty students for 
the MA/MSc programmes and five students for 
the PhD programme during the current year. 
Twenty-seven students completed their MA/
MSc and eleven students were awarded the PhD 
degree. The Department completed two national 
projects: (1) “The Garo House: Traditional 
Craftsmanship and Cultural Expressions” and 
(2) “The Art of Pottery Making in Garo Hills,

Brief Statement of Academic Activities
The Department of Botany completed the Phase 
II, UGC Centre for Advanced Studies in Botany 

Conservation. in March, 2017. It offers two MSc Programmes, 
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i.e. MSc (Botany) and MSc (Plant Molecular 
Biology), and PhD Programme in Botany. 
The faculty members are actively involved in 
diverse areas of research in plant sciences and 
are operating several research projects funded 
by various national and international agencies. 
The Department is currently coordinating 
three all India research projects involving 55 
institutions/universities in the country. Fifteen 
individual research projects are going on. The 
Department received a research grant of Rs. 
253.86 Lakhs from different funding agencies 
(including non-plan grant from UGC) during 
the year 2016-17. The faculty members were 
invited to deliver lectures at important national 
and international events, such as symposia and 
seminars, as keynote and lead speakers.

Besides regular teaching and research 
programmes, the Department organized several 
workshops and training programmes. A short-
term summer school of eight days was carried 
out for BSc (Botany Hons/Microbiology) 
students. The Department organized the first-
ever Distance Learning Programme Course in 
collaboration with the Indian Institute of Remote 
Sensing (IIRS), Dehradun on “Remote Sensing 
and GIS Applications in Carbon Forestry” for 
three weeks duration (February 16, 2017 to 
March 10, 2017). A poster session and lecture 
series on “Emerging Horizons in Life Sciences” 
were also organized by the Department. Five 
students were offered student fellowship within 
the Department and three traineeships were 
awarded to Post-MSc students. Eight students 
of the Department availed internships at various 
universities/laboratories in the country. Against 
four vacant positions, Dr. Bibhuti B. Das, Dr. 
Marlykynti Hynniewta, Dr. Neeta Pathaw and 
Dr. Sonali Ray were appointed as Guest faculty 
during the year.

The research scholars participated in workshops

The School of Technology consists 
of the Departments of Architecture, 
Basic Sciences and Social Sciences 

(BSSS), Biomedical Engineering (BME), 
Computer Applications (Tura), Electronics and 
Communication Engineering (ECE), Energy 
Engineering, Information Technology (IT), 
and Nanotechnology. These departments are 
relatively new entities, but vibrant with academic 
activities, performing well with several newer 
ideas and thoughts. The departments are 
carrying out several projects including major 
projects, such as state of art initiative on Internet 
of Things (IOT), design of Neural Network 
Based Pacemaker, design for Relief of Muscle 
Spasticity in CP Kids, etc. Recently our Defense 
Organizations have shared some of the previous 
research experience developed in this School. A 
lot of research works are also being executed in 
the Computational Biological and Cryptographic 
areas in the form of PhDs. The School has 
been awarded with the “Visvesvaraya PhD” 
fellowship of about Rs. 35,000 per month for 
each student on merit. Six students are doing 
PhDs under this scheme with the aim to develop 
products for industry from the Departments of 
IT, ECE and BME.

The departments have produced many research 
articles that are published in top grade journals 
of the area. Two of the faculty members’ research 
articles (one from IT and the other from BME) 

were accepted in the World Congresses of the 
area. One of the faculty members has published 
a book from the international publication (Taylor 
& Francis) on the area of bioprocess engineering. 
Many faculty members of the School are invited 
for delivering lectures in different universities 
across the country, and many departments have 
research collaboration within and outside the 
University.

Many departments are actively engaged in 
good research projects. A lot of works are 
initiated in the areas of biomedical engineering, 
communication, microwave and signal 
processing by the Departments of BME and 
ECE. One patent has been filed from this 
School with regards to production of bio-
diesel from pine tree extracts. Several research 
works are also under execution with the help 
of NEIGRIHMS, Shillong. One Doctor of 
NEIGRIHMS is doing his PhD work in the 
Department of BME.

The School also has the Department of BSSS, 
which comprises experts from different streams 
like physics, chemistry, mathematics, biology, 
humanities and management studies, as a hub 
of teaching and research. Apart from providing 
lesson for foundation subjects to the engineering 
students, the Department has also developed 
basic Sciences Research Laboratories to raise the 
standard of teaching and research in the School.

Activities during 2016-17

Thrust Area of Research
The Bioinformatics Centre (BIC) is funded
by the Department of Biotechnology (DBT),
Ministry of Science and Technology under the
Biotechnology Information System Network
(BTIS) Program since November 1999 with a
view to catering to the needs of the scientific

community in the North-Eastern region of 
the country and to augmenting their research 
activities through information inputs. Rich 
in great variety of flora and fauna, the North-
Eastern part of the country has been identified 
as one of the biodiversity hotspots. Being a part 
of the national Bioinformatics Network, the

Centre’s mandate is biodiversity informatics, and
it serves as an information base in various areas
of Biosciences. Some of the important areas of
research are molecular characterization, genome
organization and expression in plants, animals
and microbes, oncology, parasitology, crop
improvement, microbial genetics, etc., which
are relevant to the North Eastern region and the
facilities of the Centre are extensively used for
preparation of databases. Besides, extensive
work on parasite genomics, proteomics and
metabolomics, evolutionary bioinformatics and
phylogeny have been also initiated, apart from
providing support to all disciplines of research
in biotechnology.

NEHU Bio-Resource Information Center 
(BRIC) for Indian Biodiversity Information

Brief Statement of Activities
The NEHU Central Library has made an effort to
improve upon the various services that it renders
to its members.

The Health Centre at both Campuses in 
Shillong and Tura is catering to the health 
needs of the teaching, non-teaching and 

student communities.

Facilities Available in the Health Centre 
(Shillong Campus)
Consultation: The Medical Officers are 
available for consultation at fixed hours as well 
as for emergency consultation on off duty hours.

Pharmacy: The required medicines are 
purchased from the wholesale suppliers and 
stocked in the medical store. These medicines are 

issued to the patients based on the prescription 
by the Doctors.

Dressing Room: Dressings, injections and 
minor surgical procedures are carried out in the 
dressing room.

Laboratory: Bio-Chemical and Clinical 
Pathology tests for blood and urine analyses 
are performed in the Laboratory of the Health 
Centre.

Observation Room: In the observation room, 
moderately sick patients have been taken care 
off by giving IV drips, etc.

Central Services
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In-patient Treatment: Patients requiring in-
patient treatment are referred to the hospitals/
Specialist within Shillong and thereafter outside 
Shillong depending upon the necessity.

Ambulance: Ambulance service is provided 
during emergency for transporting the severely 
sick patients from residents to Clinic/Hospitals.

Emergency duty: The Resident Medical Officers 
and Resident Nurse are doing emergency duty 
outside duty hours whenever needed.

Credit Billing Facility: Credit billing facility is 
available for patients admitted to Nazareth and 
KJP Hospitals in Shillong and CMC Hospital 
at Vellore.

Sports Aid: First Aid service is provided at sport 
tournaments organized by the University.

Physiotherapy:  After the joining of a 
contractual Physiotherapist in July last year, 
the physiotherapy facility has been provided to 
the University community.

Medical Camp: Free medical camps like Bone 
Mineral Density Test (BMD), Eye Check-up, 
Diabetes and Blood Donation camps are being 
held at the Health Centre during the period.

Facilities Available in the Health Centre 
(Tura Campus)
Consultation: Senior Medical Officer is 
available for consultation during the office hours 

and for emergency consultations and advice on 
off duty hours. The SMO looks after the clinical 
works as well as the administrative matters of 
the Health Centre.

Pharmacy: The SMO also dispenses medicines 
herself since the Pharmacist has left the job. The 
Laboratory technician also helped in dispensing 
medicines to the patients.

Laboratory: Recently Urine Analyzer, Semi-
automated Biochemistry Analyzer & CBC Cell 
Counter 3 Parts have been procured and thus 
basic laboratory tests are being done in the 
Health Centre.

Ambulance: An ambulance service is provided 
to transport patients from hostels/residences to 
clinics/hospitals during emergencies.
